SUMMARY:

Traffic Violation: Bicyclist, Brion Barnett, was grazed by a passing motorist's side view mirror from a silver '04 BMW
325 (R driven by a male possibly in his 30's. Barnett signed an affidavit requesting citation service for
violating ORS 811.410 (1) a. Case Pending.

NARRATIVE:

On 121507 at about 1330, | met Brion Barnett at WC Records Division. Present was WC Records clerk, Doug Price.
Barnett explained he wished to file a formal complaint against the driver of a silver BMW coupe which grazed his left
arm with its side view mirror as Barnett was riding his bicycle on SW Tile Flat Rd near SW Grabhorn Rd on 121307
at about 4:30 pm, Barnett memorized the license plate of the vehicle as either Oregon plate 254 DLG or 245 DLG.

Barnett said he contacted Bicycle Transportation Alliance which put him in contact with attorney-at-taw, Ray
Thomas. Mr. Barnett provided Mr. Thomas information regarding the suspect license plate number. On 121407, Mr.

Thomas responded by email to Barnett indicating that the registered owner of the suspect vehicle [ I is
dwith an address listed at 11554 SW 133" Place in Tigard. Barnett possessed the email

correspendence which was copied and given to Doug Price.

Barnett explained that on 121307 at approximately 4:30 pm he was riding his bicycle westbound on SW Tile Flat Rd
at about 24 mph (displayed on his cycling computer). It was approaching dusk and a slight fog had settled in the
area. Since there is no designated hicycle path on this stretch of road, Barnett peddled along the outside fog line.
Barnett said he was wearing a black and white jacket with a yellow and green strip. A flashing red strobe taillight was
mounted on the rear of his bike. Three or four vehicles gave him 3 or 4 ft of berth as they passed him about 30 mph.

As Barnett approached about 300 ft from SW Grabhorn Rd, Barnett could hear a vehicle approach from behind., It
traveled at about the same speed as him. Barnett was startied when the suspect vehicle’s right side view mirror
bumped his left arm as it slowly passed him. ;

Barnett glanced to his left and noticed the color of the vehicle's right rear quarter panel. He briefly saw the driver
described only as a male (based on the shape of the head and fiat chest) in his 30's. Barnett memorized the license

plate.

Barnett was angered that the driver failed to give way and struck him arm without acknowledging his actions, Barnett
said he was uninjured from the incident.

Barnett was sworn to an affidavit by Doug Price.

| informed Barnett that | would attempt to contact the registered owner of the suspect vehicle at the listed address
and determine who may have been the driver that caused the traffic violation.

At 1705, | responded to I NN i Tigard. No one was home so | left my business card with a contact
number. At about 1900, a female returned my call. She said that the house is a rental and that she moved in a

couple of months ago. She said that she lives alone and does not know |l bt would forward me her
landlord’s email address so | could foliow-up on any leads.
